The English Department is striving to develop a comprehensive English language curriculum, marrying the strength of teaching the four language skills through diversified strategies
and creating a language-rich environment through experiential activities. We aim to have our students submerged in various contexts which are conducive to the development of
second language learning while putting an emphasis on value and cultural education.
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English
Cross-Curricular Teaching and Activities to promote students’ all-rounded development
In 2021-2023, we held activities that expand students’ capabilities of learning through application in cross-curriculum contexts. In 2021-2022, we started introducing our flag-ship
English Project on Comics, Animation and Storytelling, in which our students develop the ability to write, use language, create dialogues and speak English in contexts through
series of scaffolding and trial-and error processes. They developed 21st century learning skills including the use of IT such as Scratch, video-recording and editing. They understood
the logic of creating storyline and conversation between characters, and this benefits the development of students’ writing skills particularly in narrative writing and the ability to do
storytelling. In the past three years, we worked hard to create a language environment which benefits students’ learning English in context. We held International Cultural Week in
2020-2021 to promote world cultures in English. Students learn about the countries and food in different culinary cultures using English. This helps broaden students’ horizons and
help them develop the worldview as global citizens. As an extension of the International Cultural Week, we further developed the idea by introducing International Days and absorbed
the activities into recess activities in the following year (2021-2022) with the help of three native English teachers. Keeping up with the trend and needs of curriculum development,
we put more emphasis on activities developing students’ characters and positive values in 2022-2023. We participated in EDB’s SOW Week of Positivity where students participated
in a series of reading tasks, booth games and positivity challenges and the pledge to act around theme of perseverance, ‘The Power of Yet’ as translated in our project. Pre-and post-
tests results showed a significant increase in students’ development of perseverance.
Curriculum Development and Innovation
The English Department is dedicated to promoting the use of innovative teaching strategies while enhancing overall teaching and learning effectiveness. We participated in various
curriculum development programmes to enhance students’ reading and writing skills and general critical learning skills. Programmes and projects include: 2020-2021 1) Small-Class

The English Department collaborated with EDB’s NET Section and tertiary institutions to enhance teachers’ teaching effectiveness through various internal and external professional
development programmes. Teachers participated in NET Section’s Space Town and Development of Text Sets Professional Development training. They also participated in
centralized professional training through Training Calendar System. In addition to our curriculum development, teachers participated in the respective coplanning meetings and
reflection sessions which serve as a kind of professional development training. Our department also organized internal professional training workshops on IT skills, Scratch animation,
online reading platform Raz-Kids etc. to enhance teachers’ IT literacy and competence.
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We found that students are quite shy and experience difficulties in pronunciation when communicating in English. We aim to help students develop the confidence of speaking in
English through emphasizing the learning of phonics and increasing the number of reading aloud activities. We hope students will not be afraid of speaking in English and be able
to express themselves in English fluently.
